The Q 9m
can synchronize with
Microsoft Outlook or a
server at the office. It’s
similar to Blackberry,
which uses its own operat-
ing system. Blackberry is
coming out with a world

edition that can be used
anywhere, Fink said.

“The equipment and
technology are always
changing,” Fink said.
“There’s always something
bigger and better.”

Although 2 B Mobile
can get customers any
phone, the store sticks with

the ones with the best cus-
tomer feedback. Every
phone is tested out before
it’s put on the shelf.

Verizon Wireless phones
offer a “30-Day Test
Drive,” meaning that if
something happens and the
phone doesn’t work –
whether it’s service, the
keypad or if the customer
determines the phone is
too complex – it can be
returned and swapped for a
different phone at no
charge.

Cell phones have come
a long way from the expen-
sive and bulky phones Fink
saw when he started in the
business 12 years ago. 2 B
Mobile has been in busi-
ness for seven years.
